Rajiv
Rao, the creative director who lead the Vodafone account for Ogilvy India accepted the
challenge and within a few hours of meeting came up with a sketch of a thing which was
neither human nor an animal but quite attractive enough to catch everyone's eye.
However the tedious task of implementing the marvellous concept proved to be quite a
headache because animation was out of budget and quite time consuming. So it was
struck-off leaving no other option but to make humans wear such costumes and begin
shooting in a small South-African studio to cut down expenses. Short heighted girls
were scouted to fit in the costume, scripts were finalized and four films went on floor
parallelly and were ready to be sent out to Mumbai for final edit with just a few days left
before they were aired. The final outcome left the Vodafone management awestruck
and this sheer piece of brilliance went down in history as the cute little “Z00Z00”

Adman Alyque Padamsee had a vision to create an advertisement for his client
Hindustan Lever that could stand out from the typical soap ads which focused either on
hygiene or on complexion. He wanted a fresh approach wherein he could portray the
central woman character enjoy a fresh bathing experience keeping aside the stress of
daily household chores. For the first time ever his Ad agency conducted a consumer
survey to study the daily lives of young Indian women who were his target audience.
Surprisingly the results showed that women on an average had very little time of
uninterrupted freedom to themselves during a day and bathing was one such moment
wherein they loved to escape to their very own fantasy world. This struck a chord with
Padamsee who used Pambar waterfalls in Kodaikanal as a metaphor for a bathroom
shower and conceptualized the timeless “LIRIL" ad that successfully ran on Indian
Television for 24 years.
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Carolyn Davidson, a budding graphic designer and an art student of Portland State
University had not even in her farthest of dreams thought that a chance encounter with
Phil Knight would reward her with recognition across the globe. Phil Knight was looking
out for someone who could craft him a logo for his shoe manufacturing company at a
minimal cost. His was a small start-up which couldn't afford spending huge behind
brand building and there was Carolyn who wanted to pay fees for her oil painting
classes. Destiny brought them together and after many checks & changes sitting in a
small scrapyard office, “SWOQOSH” was born with a meagre payment of 35 U.S.$ to
Carolyn in 1971.Swoosh, the right tick perfectly matches with the brand name Nike
which means the Greek Goddess of Victory.

It was the summer of 1998 when Jeff Bezos; founder of Amazon was diversifying his
business and showed keen interest in acquiring a movies by mail start-up which rented
out DVDs in the U.S. market. The founders of the start-up were offered approximately
14-16 million U.S. dollars which would have turned around the fortunes allowing them
to walk away with millions and reliving themselves from the stress of reviving a non-
profitable business. However it was Amazon's constant interest in their business that
made them rethink their decision to sell-off and realize the untapped market potential.
Thus began their transition into online video streaming business in the early 2000
giving rise to “NETFLIX” which later became a direct competitor to Amazon.

Young Kevin Systrom was having a stroll on beach with his girlfriend Nicole [now wife]
when he was denied to click their pictures because his girlfriend thought that her
photos never came out good to do justice to her beauty.

Well in the real world a research paper by Stanford University
triesto answerjust that question.

Free will is the capacity for agents to choose between different possible courses of action
unimpeded. But according to the paper there are many sceptics who believe that free will
doesn't really exist due to determinism. Most of these arguments state that free will is not
merely contingently absent butitisimpossible.

Galen Strawson associates free will with being 'ultimately morally responsible’ for one's actions.
He argues that, how one's acts are result of 'how one is mentally speaking' {m}. To be responsible
for M, one must have chosen to be M itself— and that not blindly, but deliberately, in accordance
with some reasons rl. But for that choice to be a responsible one, one must have chosen to be
such as to be moved by r1, requiring some further reasons r2 for such a choice. And so on, ad
infinitum. Free choice requires an impossible infinite regress of choices to be the way one is in
making choices.

A second family of arguments against free will contend 'Mind', 'Rollback’, or 'Luck' argument. It
used to be common for philosophers to argue that there is empirical reason to believe that the
world in general is causally determined, and since human beings are parts of the world, they are
too. Many took this to be strongly confirmed by the spectacular success of Isaac Newton's
framework for understanding the universe as governed everywhere by fairly simple, exception
less laws of motion. But the quantum revolution of the early twentieth century has made that
‘clockwork universe' image at least doubtful at the level of basic physics. While quantum
mechanics has proven spectacularly successful as a framework for making precise and accurate
predictions of certain observable phenomena, its implications for the causal structure of reality
is still not well understood, and there are competing in deterministic and deterministic
interpretations.

Well, until these competing interpretations are not merged in one sacred answer the question
lingers on. The answer to whether free will exist or not right now is enrooted in one's belief. Well
the HBO drama still has three seasons left and hopefully the world too has quite many seasons
left, let's see if we can find the answer of the question in any of the two worlds.
